Carl Thompson with the Webster Parish Tax Assessor’s Office was present to address the City Council to give an update on the goals and accomplishments from the Tax Assessor’s Office that Morris Guin implemented upon his election as the Webster Parish Assessor.  Mr. Guin established three important goals for the Assessor’s Office:  The first being to provide the Webster Parish business community and citizens with premium service.  The second was to reduce the property taxes that support the Assessor’s Office resulting in reduced property taxes for Webster Parish businesses and citizens.  The third is community relations and outreach.  According to Mr. Thompson all three goals have been accomplished and exceeded.


After the presentation Mayor Pro-Tem Ross Fleming and members of the City Council thanked Mr. Thompson for being present and providing this update.  

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris to accept the recommendation from KSA Engineers to award the low bid of $265,687.50 to Columbus Fence Company for the perimeter fencing at the Springhill Airport.

MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to pay the June 2018 Bills totaling $184,564.09.
