MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, November 12, 2018 at 5:00 P.M with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

Mayor Carroll Breaux led the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to adopt the minutes from the last regular meeting held on Monday, October 8, 2018.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ross Fleming to approve the financial statement for October 2018.

 MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith to adopt a Resolution entitled “A Resolution approving and adopting a Louisiana Compliance Questionnaire as to the City of Springhill, Louisiana 71075” FYE 6/30/18 Audit.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Ross Fleming to adopt a Resolution entitled “A Resolution of the governing body of the City of Springhill, Louisiana authorizing Ashley Landry, Assistant Clerk, to certify the signatures on the “Authorized Signature Form” for the FYE 2018 – 2019 Local Government Assistance Program (LGAP) and Community Water Enrichment Fund (CWEF) Programs.

Mike Dunaway, Public Works Director and John French, KSA Alliance, Inc. addressed the Mayor and Council concerning the current situation with the water wells/elevated storage tank communications system.  The system in place now has been using land line telephone communications but these are going to be phased out as they are becoming obsolete.  The new communications system will communicate with fiber optic and wireless.  

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ross Fleming to authorize the Mayor to allow KSA Alliance, Inc. draw up the specifications for this project to be put out for bid.


A brief discussion followed with some questions being asked and answered.


Aldermen Dees called for the question after the discussion.


MOTION CARRIED.

At this time Mayor Carroll Breaux presented the Board of Aldermen some information from the National League of Cities pertaining to a service program with Utility Service which is basically an insurance policy that would be marketed to residential customers for repairs to the service lines at their residences.  Depending on the number of policies sold the City would receive an amount of money for each policy that is placed.  Mayor Breaux stated that this was purely information for the Council to determine if they choose to go with this in the future as this may be something for the new administration to decide if they choose to do so.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to table this matter.


MOTION CARRIED.


The Planning and Zoning Commission Board met on Wednesday, November 7, 2018 at 4 PM to consider a request for property located at 302 North Arkansas to change the zoning classification from R-1 Residential District to B-1 Highway Business District.  The recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission Board to the Springhill City Council was to grant this request.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to accept the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission Board and to adopt an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Amending and Supplementing Chapter 118, Section 118-1 entitled ‘Adoption of Zoning Ordinance’, City of Springhill, changing the zoning classification of 302 North Arkansas Street from R-1 Residence District to B-1 Highway Business District, Springhill, Louisiana” (A copy of Ordinance #524 is attached hereto and made a part hereof).

Chief Lynd made a request to the City Council to purchase a new voice stress analyzer machine as the current one is becoming obsolete.  The Chief had two prices for a machine the first one was $6,105.00 and the second one was $8,480.00.  The Chief was in favor of the second one as the price for the first one is for a machine that is being phased out.  

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dimetteta Frazier to authorize the Chief to purchase a new voice stress analyzer machine with costs not exceeding $8,500.00.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to pay the October 2018 bills totaling $111,745.23.
