MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held on December 14, 2015.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  Gerald Holland asked the Council to please place Agenda Item H pertaining to the auction of the municipal property located at 129 South Main first on the Agenda as there were a number of people in attendance for the auction.

Mayor Pro-Tem Ross Fleming started with Agenda Item (G) to consider setting a minimum opening auction bid for the municipal property located at 129 South Main (the former Citizens National Bank Building) declared as surplus property and no longer needed for public use.

The Planning and Zoning Commission Board met in session on Tuesday, January 5, 2016, to consider changing the zoning classification of property located at 960 Spring Branch Road from R-1 Residence District to R-3 Residence District.  This request was brought before the Council at the December 14, 2015 Council Meeting and the Council sent it before The Planning and Zoning Commission Board for a public hearing.  The property belongs to Anthony Souter and his intention for the property is to tear down the old home place, clean up the property, and place a mobile home on it.  It was the recommendation of The Planning and Zoning Commission Board to approve the request and send it back before the City Council for final approval.
MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Adam Harris, to adopt an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Amending and Supplementing Chapter 122, Section 122-1 Entitled ‘Adoption of Zoning Ordinance’ of the Code of Ordinances, City of Springhill Changing the Zoning Classification of Property located at 960 Spring Branch Road from R-1 Residence District to R-3 Residence District.”  (A copy of Ordinance #510 is attached hereto and made a part hereof)).

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris, to authorize the Mayor to advertise for bids for the one site recreation complex.
