Amber Cobb, Main Street Manager was present to give an update to the Mayor and Council regarding various activities planned for Main Street.

Ray Scriber, Louisiana Main Street Director was in Springhill on March 21, 2019 to work with our local office for some new design and marketing ideas.

National Main Street Conference was held in Seattle Washington, March 23 – March 28, 2019.  Amber attended the conference and learned about several new projects.

Family Fun Night and Annual Easter Egg Hunt will be held on April 20, 2019 at the Recreation Complex from 6 PM to 8 PM.  Amber has received support from ten sponsors for this event and it will provide for an Easter rabbit costume, 6,000 Easter eggs, golden egg prizes, and part of the bounce house expense.

The first Night Market will kick off on Saturday, April 27, 2019 from 5 PM to

 9 PM and will include music, food trucks, and several vendors for a night of downtown fun activities.

Jeffery Barnard, Springhill’s representative to the North Webster Parish Industrial District Board was present to give an update to the Mayor and City Council as to the happenings going on with the Board.

Jeffery informed the Mayor and Council that Webster Parish had recently joined the Northwest Louisiana Council of Governments (NLCOG) which is a voluntary association of local jurisdictions.  Its aim is to assist local governments in planning for common needs, cooperating for mutual benefit, and coordinating for sound regional development.  The North Webster Parish Industrial District Board paid $36,000.00 which is based upon the number of residents in the parish to join this organization. This will secure a seat for a Ward II Police Juror to represent Webster Parish.  


The purpose of joining this organization is to promote Webster Parish and maybe to get some assistance with transportation issues especially on the north end of the Parish.

Members of this board consist of City of Shreveport, Bossier City, Bossier Parish, Caddo Parish, Desoto Parish, and now Webster Parish.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded Alex Edwards to authorize the Mayor to pay for administrative consulting services and engineering services FY LCDBG Application 2020/2021.

Police Chief Will Lynd had three bids to replace the fence at the Springhill Jail exercise yard.  The first was from Johnny Craig in the amount of $6,845.42, the second was from Douglas Hanson in the amount of $10,200.00, and the third was from Hugh Bragg in the amount of $6,650.00.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ronnie Hearnsberger, to accept the bid from Johnny Craig in the amount of $6,845.42 as his was the only local bid.

The Police Chief also had a repair estimate from SimplexGrinnell in the amount of $2,192.20 for the jail fire sprinkler system.
