MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, April 13, 2015 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

D. Nicole Frazier, Alderman, opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Dennis Smith, Alderman, led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held March 9, 2015.
MOTION CARRIED.
Mayor Carroll Breaux asked to have the agenda amended to include the following item of city business:  

A Resolution Adopting a Citizen Participation Plan for the CDBG Program (Louisiana Community Development Block Grant) FYE 2015-2016.
MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith to amend the agenda for this item of business.

MOTION CARRIED.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  Several citizens that live on Janice Drive Ext and Arkla Drive were in attendance to express their concerns over the Master Street Overlay Project wanting the City to consider adding these streets to the project.
OLD BUSINESS:  Consider a recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission Board to change the zoning classification for property located at 212 6th Street S. W. changing it from R-1 Residence District to R-3 Residence District.  
MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to accept the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission Board.  (A copy of Ordinance #500 is attached hereto and made a part hereof.)
MOTION CARRIED.
Vincent Sedminik, Administrator, with Springhill Medical Center was present to address the Mayor and Council concerning a contract agreement between Springhill Medical Center and The City of Springhill so Springhill Medical Center may provide healthcare services to low income individuals in accordance with its Charity Care and Patient Assistant Fund Administration Policy and The City will inform low income individuals as necessary of their ability to obtain medical services at Springhill Medical Center.

MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize Mayor Carroll Breaux to enter into an agreement with Springhill Medical Center to inform citizens of services to low income individuals as necessary of their ability to obtain medical services at Springhill Medical Center.
Adam Harris amended his original motion seconded by Ronnie Dees, that upon the review of the contract agreement by the City Attorney Stuart McMahen that the Mayor be authorized to enter into an agreement with Springhill Medical Center.

MOTION CARRIED.


John Mendenhall addressed the Mayor and City Council with an issue regarding his water bill.

No action was taken.


Mayor Carroll Breaux recommended to the Council to remove Park Loop and Washington Street from the Master Street Overlay Project at this time and overlay Martin Luther King Street now because of the school traffic route.  Then come back and add in Park Loop and Washington Street as alternates.  The Mayor also stated that because Arkla Drive and Janice Drive Extension are not dedicated streets and  because of the City’s policy pertaining to streets, they cannot be added at this time.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris, to table the items.

A brief discussion followed.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees to amend his original motion, seconded by Adam Harris, to table action on Arkla Drive and Janice Drive Extension at this time because of the fact that they are not dedicated streets and to remove Park Loop and Washington Street from the Master Street Overlay Project at this time and do Martin Luther King Street instead because of the amount of traffic flow, then add Park Loop and Washington Street back as alternates after the second phase of  bidding.  
MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith, to introduce an ordinance entitled “Ordinance Establishing Water and Sewer Rates for Fiscal Year 2015.”

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to authorize Mayor Carroll Breaux to accept the lowest bid from the lowest responsible bidder for a new roof at the Springhill Fire Station.
MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris, to send a classification change for property located at 712 Butler Street changing it from R-1 Residence District to B-2 Highway Business District to the Planning and Zoning Committee for consideration.

MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to accept the proclamation from the state declaring April 2015 as Fair Housing Month.

MOTION CARRIED.
MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Adam Harris, to authorize the Police Chief’s recommendation to promote Patrolman Leon Thirdgill to Sergeant.
MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to pay the bills for March 2015, totaling $130,049.71.
MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to adopt the resolution for 2015-2016 LCDBG (Louisiana Community Development Block Grant).
MOTION CARRIED.
