MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, May 9, 2016 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

Ronnie Dees, Alderman, opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Will Lynd, Police Chief, led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Ross Fleming, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held on April 11, 2016.

A Bond Ordinance entitled “A Bond Ordinance Authorizing the issuance, sale, and delivery of six hundred thousand dollars ($600,000) Sales Tax Revenue Bonds, Series 2016, of the City of Springhill, State of Louisiana, payable solely from a one percent (1%) Sales and Use Tax levied by the City and authorized an election held on November 16, 1991; prescribing the form, terms, and conditions of said bonds; designating the date, denomination and place of payment of said bonds; providing for the payment of principal and of interest on said bonds and for the rights of the registered owners thereof; and providing for other matters related thereto” was presented.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to adopt said Ordinance.  (A copy of Bond Ordinance #511 is attached hereto and made a part hereof).

An Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Adopting an Operating Budget of Revenues and Expenditures for the Fiscal Year Beginning July 1, 2016 and Ending June 30, 2017” was presented for introduction.


MOTION was made by Dennis Smith to introduce said Ordinance.


Mike Dunaway, Public Works Director addressed the Mayor and Council with quotes from four different vendors for the purchase of a sewer pump needed at the main lift station.  The quotes were as follows:

Sales Tax Fund to the Community Activity Fund due to unexpected air conditioning repair costs.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith, to authorize the Mayor to address the City of Springhill’s internet problems and to act in the best interest of the City and proceed with the best possible cost up to $500.00 a month.

Ross Fleming was present to show just cause why his property located at 110 North Main should not be condemned and to give a progress update on the property located at 114 6th Street NE.

Mr. Fleming started with the property progress report at 114 6th Street NE stating that this property has now been demolished and he would like for the Chief to find the owners of the two dogs tied at the back of the property and return them to the owner or have them removed.

The second property located at 110 North Main was then addressed.  Mr. Fleming asked the question if there were any complaints at the present regarding this property and Mayor Breaux told him yes there have been complaints and issues with this property that should have already been addressed and the City is trying to get an update on the situation.  

Ross then went on to state that he has done what the Council has asked him to do such as boarding up the windows, locking the doors, make the structure sound, solid, where nothing can get in, stabilize the rest of the roof, and see to it that no water is going into the adjacent building.  Mr. Fleming stated that all this work has been done.

  Mayor Breaux then asked the question if the roof had been repaired and Ross stated “No” that it is stabilized.
More discussion followed with questions and comments coming from Alderman Harris and Alderman Dees trying to get a much needed response out of Mr. Fleming as to what his plans are for the structure that he owns at 110 North Main Street.

Mayor Breaux then made the recommendation to the Council that he be authorized to contact the building inspectors with IBTS to meet with Ross and follow up on the last report that they made to the City regarding this structure.  Mayor Breaux stated that it is not the City’s intent to condemn the building and have it torn down but to see that the building is put back in a safe and stable manner.-

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize the Mayor to call the Inspectors with IBTS and have them meet with Ross and inspect the building and have a recommendation for the Council at the Special Call Meeting to be held on Wednesday, May 18, 2016 at 4:00 PM.

Police Chief, Will Lynd, recommended the appointment of Gene Hood as a reserve police officer.


MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Adam Harris, to accept the Chief’s recommendation.

MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by Dennis Smith, to pay the bills for April 2016 totaling $77,244.46.
