MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, August 8, 2016 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding. 

PRESENT:

Ronnie Dees, Alderman, opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Dennis Smith, Alderman, led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dennis Smith, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held on July 11, 2016.
Alderman D. Nicole Frazier stated that there needed to be a correction to the Minutes from the meeting for a typographical error.  
MOTION CARRIED.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Adam Harris, Alderman, and owner of the Spring Theatre addressed the Mayor and Council regarding Agenda Item (G) 2 Hour Parking Limitation on Main Street and 1st Street.  Mr. Harris was concerned about the 2 hour limit and felt that this was not a good move at this time for the businesses located on Main Street as a two hour window may not be enough time when a movie is playing or if someone in a beauty shop is getting a perm that the two hour frame limit might become an issue as both of these functions usually require a little more time than the one two hour time limit specified in the ordinance.  Mr. Harris asked that the Council consider a little more thought in the wording of the ordinance and maybe even having some of the business owners to be on a committee to research the issues in a little more detail.
Christine McCutcheon, owner of AmJenn’s also addressed the Mayor and Council expressing her concerns over this particular ordinance also.  Mrs. McCutcheon stated that there was a parking problem on Main Street but she felt that the two hour limit was not a solution to the problem. 
  MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ross Fleming, to table the adoption of an Ordinance entitled “2 Hour Parking Limitation on Main Street and 1st Street”. 
MOTION CARRIED.

Greg Frazier addressed the Mayor and Council concerning Agenda Item (H) Donation of old ball park lights to the Springhill Rodeo Association.  Mr. Frazier stated that there was a need for lights at the Westside Ball Park as the ones that are in place now are not functioning.  
Willie Smith was in attendance at the meeting to show just cause why the property located at 500 Spruce Street should not be condemned.  Mr. Smith addressed the Mayor and Council stating that he was in total agreement that the detached building on the property needed to be demolished and cleaned up but that he felt that the house itself was worth bringing back into code compliance. There has been some work done to the property to clean it up and more work is planned for the future.

 Mr. Smith asked the Council for additional time to make contact with the building inspector from IBTS and see what it would take to bring the house up to code compliance.  

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Adam Harris, for the detached building to be demolished and cleaned up and return to the Council in sixty (60) days to give a progress report on the house with a  plan at that time to be given at the October 10, 2016 Council Meeting.
MOTION CARRIED.

Sandra Salley and Tommy Salley were in attendance at the meeting to show just cause why the property located at 302 Reynolds Street should not be condemned.  Sandra Salley spoke to the Mayor and Council stating that the property has gone through a couple of successions and with her daughter’s health issues the house has become a public eyesore but because of sentimental reasons the family would like time to try and bring the property back into code compliance.  Sandra then turned the floor over to Tommy Salley to give an update on the plan of action that the family would like to take to restore the house and not tear it down.
Tommy Salley then gave a plan of action stating that the family would like ninety (90) days to bring the property back into code compliance.  Mr. Salley said that within thirty (30) days the yard would be cleaned up and the house secured.  Within the ninety (90) days the family would like to return to the Mayor and Council with an updated plan to relevel the house, check the plumbing and electrical, painting, and possibly putting a metal roof on the structure.

MOTION was made Ross Fleming, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to give the Salley family thirty (30) days to clean up the yard and in sixty (60) days after the yard clean up to return to the Council with a progress report and a plan of action bringing the property back into code compliance at the November 14, 2016 Council Meeting.

MOTION CARRIED.

Karen Robinson c/o James Kevin Butts was to be present to show just cause why the property located at 410 Walnut Road should not be condemned.  Mayor Breaux stated that he had spoken with a Patrick Robinson representing the family and that the family was in the process of obtaining quotes to have the structure demolished and cleaned up.
MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dennis Smith, to allow the family sixty (60) days to present to the Council a plan of reasonable action.
Discussion followed with some concerns being voiced over the sixty day time frame for the family to have the structure demolished.
MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to amend the original motion to allow the family thirty (30) days to report back to the Mayor and Council with a reasonable plan of action for the demolition of the structure at the next Council Meeting on September 12, 2016.

MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris, to authorize the Mayor to consider roofing options for the Eastside Pool Building.
Discussion followed with Aldermen Dees and Fleming stating that both had inspected the building and felt that the building needs to be roofed as it is worth saving.  
MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees to introduce an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance Supplementing and Amending Chapter 102, Entitled “Taxation, Article 2, Entitled Ad Valorem Tax, Section 102-27, Entitled “Rate of Assessment, Purposes” of the Code of Ordinances, City of Springhill, Louisiana levying taxes of 7.730 mills General Alimony Tax, and 2.70 mills Retirement of Bonded Indebtedness, on all taxable property in the City of Springhill, Louisiana for the year 2016”.
MOTION was made by Adam Harris to introduce an Ordinance entitled “Ordinance Establishing Water and Sewer Rates for the Fiscal Years of 2016 and 2017”.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris, to authorize the Mayor to donate the lights from the ball park that are no longer being used and in storage to the Springhill Rodeo Association to be put into service at the Springhill Rodeo Arena.
Discussion ensued with Alderman Frazier asking that part of the lights be donated to the Westside Ball Park.

More discussion followed concerning the one site recreational complex and all the ball parks being located into a one site facility.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to amend the original motion to authorize the Mayor to donate thirty (30) lights to the Springhill Rodeo Association and the remaining eighteen (18) lights to the Northwest Louisiana Ball Park League.
More discussion followed with comments being made from Alderman Dees, Alderman Harris, and City Attorney Stuart McMahen.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ross Fleming, to donate thirty (30) lights to the Springhill Rodeo Association.
