MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday,  November 9, 2015 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor  Carroll Breaux presiding.

Mike Dunaway, Public Works Director opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Ross Fleming, Alderman, led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dennis Smith, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held on October 12, 2015.
MOTION CARRIED.
At this time Mayor Breaux welcomed our guests from Republic Services to introduce themselves to the Council and address them briefly.
Reid Donaldson, Republic Services, Sr. Mgr. Area Municipal Services, North Texas Area, spoke briefly introducing Denny Wheeler, General Manager, for our area.  Both gentlemen spoke briefly concerning the recent issues the City has experienced with the garbage collection service and assured the Mayor and Council that their Company was doing everything in their power to rectify this situation and improve their service to our community.
Mayor Breaux thanked them for being in attendance at the meeting today.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to accept the Police Chief’s recommendation.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith, to adopt a Resolution FY 2016-2017 application for the Louisiana Community Development Block Grant Program (LCDBG).

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize the Mayor to enter into a Intergovernmental Agreement between the Webster Parish Assessor’s Office and the City of Springhill for allowed use of digital imagery.

An Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance amending and supplementing Chapter 122, Section 122-1 City of Springhill, changing the zoning classification of property located at 960 Spring Branch Road from R-1 Residence District to R-3 Residence District” was presented.
MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ross Fleming, to introduce said Ordinance and send the request before the Planning and Zoning Commission Board.

Linda Gayle Baucum Goldsberry of the Springhill High School Alumni Association addressed the Mayor and Council concerning the possibility of relocating the Springhill High School Mural currently located at the corner of Church and Main to a more prominent location on the side of the Springhill City Office Building. This would allow for refurbishing of the mural, adding some landscaping, a commemorative stone or a small statue at no cost to the City.  Mrs. Goldbsberry stressed the importance of the mural as it depicts the history of Springhill showcasing the timber and cotton industry that made our City prosper allowing for the Springhill High School to be built.
Mayor Breaux asked for authorization to negotiate with Linda Gayle Baucum Goldsberry and members of the Springhill Alumni Association to enter into a cooperative endeavor agreement between the Springhill Alumni Association and the City of Springhill for the relocation of the mural.
MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ross Fleming, to authorize the Mayor to enter into the negotiation process of a cooperative endeavor agreement to be brought back to the Council for final approval.
MOTION CARRIED. 

Pam Frazier was present to address the Mayor and Council concerning a property located next door to her at 403 South Park belonging to Ross Fleming.  Ms. Frazier had appeared before the Council at the meeting on July 2015   asking for assistance with this particular matter then.  Mr. Fleming addressed Ms. Frazier at that time asking her what she would like for him to do about the property.  Ms. Frazier stated that she would like for the property to be brought into code compliance.  As of the meeting today all that has been done with the property is the grass has been mowed and no other work has been done to bring it into compliance with the city ordinances.  Ms. Frazier stated that she has been putting up this problem for years and that she is tired of it and wants some type of action to be taken to rectify the problem.
Mayor Breaux assured Ms. Frazier that her concerns would be addressed but that it is a process that the City will have to follow to enforce the actions necessary to correct her situation.
At this time Mayor Breaux moved onto the next agenda item concerning several blighted/abandoned properties that the Code Enforcement Officer Brenda Stewart is working on at this time for condemnation process.  Mayor Breaux explained the protocol that has to be followed when dealing with these particular properties and that Mrs. Stewart is taking the necessary steps to handle the process and working with the Building Inspectors from IBTS to address the problems.
Police Chief Will Lynd recommended the promotion of Cliff Causey from Patrolman to Sergeant.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Adam Harris, to accept the Chief’s recommendation.

MOTION CARRIED.

Chief Lynd recommended to the Council that the resignation Letter from Ronnie Leonard as a Patrolman be accepted.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to accept the Chief’s recommendation.

MOTION CARRIED.

Chief Lynd recommended the hiring of Chris Jones as a Patrolman.
MOTION was made by D/ Nicole Frazier, seconded by Ross Fleming to accept the Police Chief’s recommendation.
MOTION CARRIED.

Chief Lynd made a recommendation to add Gene Hood to the list of the Springhill Reserve Officers.
MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Adam Harris, to accept the Chief’s recommendation.

MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Adam Harris, to pay the bills for October 2015 totaling $74,402.64.
