MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, February 8, 2016 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor  Carroll Breaux presiding.

Carroll Breaux, Mayor opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Ronnie Dees, Alderman, led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held on January 11, 2016.
MOTION CARRIED.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Chris McIntyre, owner of The Corner Drug Store, wanted to address agenda item (E)  the municipal property located at 129 South Main (the former Citizens National Bank Building).  Mr. McIntyre stated that he was very interested in this property but at a more reasonable entry level of pricing as there would have to be a considerable amount of renovation work done to it to bring it back to a more usable state.  Mr. McIntyre stated that he would like to see this property go back onto the auction block.

Carl Thompson, Deputy Assessor/Project Coordinator of the Webster Parish Assessor’s Office was present to give an update on the progress of the Assessor’s Office concerning the following items:  
1. Webster Parish Aerial Imagery Program

2. Website:  the new Webster Parish Assessor Interactive Website

3. Tax Guide Update

4. Homestead Exemption

5. Homeowners 65 & Older Tax Freeze

Mr. Thompson gave a brief explanation of each of the above items and how they were both beneficial to the City and our Citizens.


Mayor Breaux and the Council expressed their appreciation to Mr. Thompson for his brief update of the Webster Parish Assessor’s Office and the tremendous job that they do in helping our community.
Mayor Breaux stated that the next agenda item concerning the bids for the Springhill Recreational
Complex be tabled at this time until the Mayor could meet with the engineers and decide what course of action needed to be taken concerning this matter and when a decision was made that it be brought back before the Council at  a Special Call Meeting to be held at a later date.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with Millage Management, LLC for a proposal for services for the roll forward process of the 2016 Property Taxes.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize the Mayor to enter into a cooperative endeavor agreement between the City of Springhill and the Webster Parish School Board to reimburse the City for expenses associated with the School Resource Officer.
MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dennis Smith, to conduct a public auction of the municipal property located at 129 South Main (the former Citizens National Bank Building) at the next council meeting to be held on Monday, March 14, 2016.

MOTION CARRIED.

Mayor Breaux informed the Council that a new pump/filter would need to be purchased for the Eastside Swimming Pool if the City was going to have a swim program for this year.  The cost of the new pump/filter is the in the neighborhood of $7,000.00 and would require Council approval.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, no second, to close the pools and the City to get out of the pool business.

MOTION died due to the lack of a second.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Ross Fleming, to purchase the pump/filter at the best quote.
Discussion ensued with questions being asked about costs associated with operating the pools, attendance at the pools, and the possibility of maybe opening the Westside Pool and closing the Eastside Pool.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ross Fleming, to table this item of business until the next council meeting to be held on Monday, March 14, 2016 so that more information may be obtained to make a more informed decision in regards to the swimming pools.

MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith, to purchase a piece of commercial floor cleaning equipment to be used in the cleaning of the floors in all of the city facilities.
MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to pay the bills for January  2016 totaling $72,495.83.
