PUBLIC COMMENT:  None.

David Smith from the North Webster Parish Industrial District Board was present to address the Mayor and Council concerning the March 24, 2018 election for the ten year millage renewal of the North Webster Parish Industrial District asking for their support in getting the word out that this is a tax renewal and not a new one.  This tax supports the water and sewer plant at the park and is also very crucial in helping to attract new business which in turn creates new jobs.


Mr. Smith encourages everyone to support this renewal tax as it is very important for the industrial district.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dennis Smith to approve the following amendments to the City of Springhill Policy Manual:

Policy 101 Nature of Employment – ADD the following sentence:  Any Departmental Policy Manual will not conflict with the City of Springhill Policy Manual which was adopted by the Springhill Board of Aldermen and put into effect January 1, 2009.


Policy 307 Sick Leave Benefits – Change the wording from 4 hours or 8 hours to read half day or full day.


Policy 390 Personal Days – Personal time must be taken in either 4 hour or 8 hour increments.  Change the wording from 4 hours or 8 hours to half day or full day.


Policy 401 Timekeeping – Nonexempt employees should report to work no more than 8 minutes prior to their scheduled starting time nor stay more than 8 minutes after their scheduled stop time without expressed, prior authorization from their supervisor.

Policy 401 Timekeeping – Change the wording of Employees must stake a 30 minute lunch break to read Employees must take a minimum 30 minute lunch break between the hours of 11 AM and 1 PM, unless the position requires that person work it throughout the duration of the shift.


Mayor Breaux called for a roll call vote.  The vote was as follows:

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith to authorize the Mayor with approval from the City Attorney to accept the recommendation from KSA Alliance, Inc. for the low bid for the Machen Drive and 6th Street NE Intersection Project not exceeding $200,000.00 in price.

A zoning request for properties located at 1002 and 1006 North Arkansas was presented to the Board asking to change the classification from R-1 Residential District to B-2 Highway Business District.

MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to send the zoning request to the Planning and Zoning Commission Board.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Adam Harris to pay the bills for February 2018 totaling $96,872.46.
