MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, March 13, 2017 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor Pro-Tem Ross Fleming presiding.

Ronnie Dees, Alderman opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Dimettera Frazier, Alderman, led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to approve the minutes from the last regular meeting held on Monday, February 13, 2017.
MOTION CARRIED.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  Kathy Beene spoke first to the agenda item (d) concerning the swimming pools.  Mrs. Beene would like to see the pool at Westside remain open to the children in that area because of a safety concern for the children having to cross the highway to get to the other pool at Eastside.  She also spoke of concerns for the children’s development and exercise if that pool is closed down and she is afraid that the pool would also be an eyesore in the community if it is closed down.
Susan Cox also spoke on agenda item (d) concerning the pools.  Ms. Cox expressed a desire to see a cost analysis for the repairs and maintenance of both pools for the summer.  She also mentioned the possibility of relocating the sport complex to a more centralized area like the property where the old high school was located.

Kathy Beene also mentioned that when Kyle Robinson was at the Town Hall Meeting he mentioned that he might be able to help supplement the repairs to the pools and they would like to be able to explore that option before the pools are closed down.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to introduce an Ordinance entitled “An Ordinance amending and supplementing Chapter 118, Section 118-1 entitled “Adoption of Zoning Ordinance” of the code of ordinances, City of Springhill, changing the zoning classifications of 0.74 surveyed acres of Webster Parish Parcel No. 125324B from R-1 Residence District to B-3 Central Business District, Webster Parish Parcel No. 12301 from R-1 Residence District to B-3 Central Business District and Webster Parish Parcel No. 125303 from M Industrial District to B-3 Central Business District and Webster Parish Parcel No. 125302 from M Industrial District to B-3 Central Business District.

The Planning and Zoning Commission Board will conduct a Public Hearing to be held on Thursday, April 6, 2017 at 4 PM to consider this zoning reclassification change.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Adam Harris, to approve the request by the Krewe of Artemis to place their crest on the City Signs.

MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to consider a list of surplus property and declaring it no longer needed for public use and authorizing the Mayor to advertise for bids.

MOTION CARRIED.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to authorize the Mayor to obtain engineering services to determine an analysis/cost of the pools and the opening of the pools.

Discussion followed with Stuart McMahen, City Attorney, stating that we needed clarification on the matter.

Alderman Ronnie Dees offered clarification on the matter by stating that the Council is authorizing the Mayor to obtain engineering services to determine whether he wants to make a recommendation about the opening of the pools based upon the cost determined by the analysis of the pools.
