MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, May 8, 2017 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

Stuart McMahen, City Attorney opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Carroll Breaux, Mayor, led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Breaux announced that since Kristin Childers with Millage Management, LLC was on her way but not here yet that we would commence with the Public Meeting and come back to the Public Hearing a little later after Mrs. Childers arrives.
MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to approve the minutes from the last regular meeting held on Monday, April 10, 2017, and the special call meeting held on April 24, 2017.

Mayor Breaux announced that we would skip over Agenda Items (A), (B), and (C)  and return to them later during the course of the meeting.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to adopt a Resolution under the Louisiana Community Development Block Grant Program entitled “A Resolution Authorizing the Mayor to Request Engineer’s Qualifications Statements”.

MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by Dimettera Frazier, to adopt a Resolution under the Louisiana Community Development Block Grant Program entitled “A Resolution Authorizing the Mayor to Request Administrative Consultant’s Proposal for Services”.


MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith, to introduce an Ordinance amending the Operating Budget FYE 6/30/2017 and to introduce an Ordinance adopting the Operating Budget FYE 6/30/2018.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with LA DOTD for the Highway Maintenance Agreement FYE 6/30/2018.


MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith, to authorize the Mayor to advertise for auction the property purchased by the City to house the Reynolds Street Water Tower that has been declared as surplus property no longer needed for public use to be held on Monday, June 12, 2017.


MOTION CARRIED.


Stuart McMahen opened the sealed bids for the surplus vehicles.  The bids were as follows:


Robert Mayfield bid $200.00 each for Unit #64, Unit #23, and Unit #SP8.


David Jackson bid $70.00 each for Unit #65, Unit #42, Unit #27, Unit #23, Unit #61, Unit #64, Unit #SP6, Unit #SP8, Unit #SP9, and Unit #SP10.

Butch Modisette bid $103.56 for Unit #65, $106.37 for Unit #42, $100.69 for Unit #27, $103.00 for Unit #23, $206.01 for Unit #61, $101.65 for Unit #64, $101.62 for Unit #SP6, $106.37 for Unit #SP8, $166.59 for Unit #SP9, and $103.47 for Unit #SP10.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to award the three vehicles to Robert Mayfield and the remaining seven vehicles to Butch Modisette.


After a brief discussion with some clarification being made on the matter.  Ross
Fleming amended his original motion to award the bids for Unit #64, Unit #23, and Unit #SP8 to Robert Mayfield and Unit #65, Unit #42, Unit #27, Unit #61, Unit #SP6, Unit #SP9 and Unit #SP10 to Butch Modisette.  Ronnie Dees seconded the motion.

Kathy Beene was not present to address the Mayor and Council concerning the pool situation.


MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by Dennis Smith, to pay the April 2017 bills totaling $82,677.51.

Karen Pullman shall be present to show just cause why the property located at 806 Baker Street should not be condemned.


MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dimettera Frazier, to amend the agenda to include this item of city business.


MOTION CARRIED.


Ms. Pullman and her fiancé were present and stated that they would like some additional time to make the necessary repairs to bring the property back into code compliance.  This property was bought at a tax sale and they thought that they couldn’t make any repairs for three years.  The three years are up now and they are keeping the grass mowed and plan on making the necessary repairs as soon as he is released from his Doctor’s care.  Her fiancé has recently had knee surgery and he is not up to the task at this time but thinks he can get it up to code in the next six months.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris, to give them six months or by January 1, 2018 to bring the property back into code compliance or face being condemned at that time.
