At this time Mayor Breaux recognized Mrs. Jeanette Haynes to offer an invitation to the Council concerning her property located at 708 North Arkansas.  Mrs. Haynes stated to the Council that the drainage ditch that runs the property is falling in, the cross ties are rotted out, and all of North Acres drains through it.  Trash, pine cones, leaves, and pine needles are swept down through this ditch.  She encouraged the City to take responsibility for the ditch even though it is on her property because of the fact that all of North Acres drain through it.  Mrs. Haynes invited everyone to call her and she would  meet them at the property to walk the ditch to truly see the problems first hand, because she feels that this ditch should not be just her problem and that she should not be the only one maintaining it.
