MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, June 13, 2016 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

Mike Dunaway, Public Works Director, opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Carroll Breaux, Mayor, led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held on May 9, 2016 and the Special Call Meeting held on May 18, 2016.
MOTION CARRIED.
PUBLIC COMMENT:  None.
At this time Mayor Breaux allowed Carl Thompson from the Webster Parish Assessor’s Office to give a brief update on the new aerial pictometry technology program and the training that will be conducted on June 29, 2016 and June 30, 2016.  The first session will be conducted on June 29, 2016 from 8:30 – 11:30 AM with an afternoon session from 1:00 – 4:00 PM and the final session will be held on June 30, 2016 from 8:30 – 11:30 AM.  Everyone is invited to participate.
OLD BUSINESS:  Alderman Ross Fleming gave a property progress report for his building located at 110 North Main Street.  Mr. Fleming stated that the roof is a 40 square roof and 38 squares are installed with the other 2 squares to be finished as soon as it quits raining.  

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Ross Fleming, to allow the Lumberjack  Heritage Memorial Committee to proceed with painting the mural on the side of the Springhill City Court Building instead of refurbishing the original mural and hanging it on the wall due to the cost factor involved in the refurbishing of the original mural.  Alderman Dees asked about the original mural and if it was a possibility that it could be preserved and used elsewhere.  Mayor Breaux told him that it was a possibility that the mural may be placed inside one of the city’s facilities where it could be preserved.

Mayor Breaux made a recommendation that the Council allow Aldermen Dees and Fleming to be included in the negotiation process along with the Mayor and City Attorney Stuart McMahen with Hunter Energy for the city’s oil and gas lease as the Mayor was not comfortable with the process as he has not had much experience in dealing with oil and gas leases.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Dennis Smith, to accept the Mayor’s recommendation and have Aldermen Dees and Fleming to help with the negotiation process for the city’s oil and gas lease with Hunter Energy.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with LA DOTD for the mowing maintenance agreement FYE 2017.

A Resolution for the 2015 – 2016 CWEF Grant Program (Community Water Enrichment Fund) was presented.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to declare the property located on Reynolds Street for the old water tank as surplus property and no longer needed for public use and to advertise it for public sale.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to declare the properties located at 603 2nd Street NW, 718 West Church, and 410 Walnut Street as blighted and abandoned according to the International Property Maintenance Code.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to renew the City’s Insurance with Risk Management, Inc. FYE 2017.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dennis Smith, to select the Springhill Press and News Journal as the official journal for the City of Springhill for a period of one year beginning July 1, 2016 and ending June 30, 2017.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dennis Smith, to accept the list for the 2016 Summer Recreation Workers.

Mayor Breaux stated that Mac Pace had contacted him regarding a piece of property that he owns next to the Springhill Memorial Cemetery that he would like to donate to the City of Springhill after he has an appraisal done of the property.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize the Mayor to accept the act of donation at its appraised balue.

MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dennis Smith, to pay the bills for May 2016 totaling $115,552.41.
