MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, August 11, 2014 at 5:00 P.M. with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

Mike Dunaway, Public Works Director opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Martha Edens, Alderman led the Pledge of Allegiance.
MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Martha Edens, to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting held July 14, 2014.
MOTION CARRIED.

Mayor Carroll Breaux asked that the agenda be amended to include the following item of business promoting Officer H. D. Ainsworth to the position of patrolman.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to amend the agenda as requested.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  Mrs. Patsy Roberts commended the City of Springhill on the cemetery saying that the cemetery is looking better than it has in several years.  Mayor Breaux thanked Ms. Roberts for her comment.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Martha Edens, to authorize the Mayor to purchase recreation department equipment in the amount of $2,573.50.

Motion was made by Martha Edens, seconded by Dennis Smith, to authorize the Mayor to hire the Lipper-Stutsman Co., Inc. to repair the doors of the Civic Center and the City Hall Buildings.

MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by D. Nicole Frazier, to authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with Centurylink in the amount of $5,379.50 for the purchase of the new phone system at the Springhill Police Department.

At this time Mayor Breaux opened the bids for the airport hangar/land lease bids for the Springhill Airport.  There was only one bid and it was as follows:

Charles W. Taylor bid .05 per square foot per year.

Mayor Breaux recommended to the Council that they accept this bid for the airport.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Martha Edens, to accept the airport hangar/land lease bid from Charles W. Taylor at .05 per square foot per year.

MOTION was made by D. Nicole Frazier, seconded by Ronnie Dees, to authorize the Mayor to enter into a Task Order Agreement #E1339 with KSA Alliance, Inc. in the amount of $9,620.00 for drainage improvements.

Mayor Breaux asked that item (f) on the agenda an ordinance adopting the millage rate for the 2014 ad valorem tax be tabled till the next meeting because it was advertised in the paper wrong and it will need to be re-advertised.

ANNOUNCEMENTS:  Mayor Breaux briefed the council on several projects for informational purposes.


Water System Improvements Phase II is on schedule and coming along with some permanent fixes on this project being done now.


Pulley Construction would like to host a fish fry for the Mayor and Council after the next work session on Thursday, September 4, 2014.  


The ground storage tank north of Kaye Street which is also part of the water project is also coming along on schedule.  The concrete foundation is being poured for it Tuesday, August 12, 2014.  The completion for this project is about 4 to 6 weeks.


The remaining balance from the CWEF Grant (Community Water Enrichment Fund) from the Janice Drive Extension project with the state’s permission has been moved over to cover the cost of a water loop system on the two dead end water lines on Lakewood.

The City of Springhill has been notified that we have been awarded a LGAP (Louisiana Government Assistance Program) Grant to replace the water line between Oak and Willow.


The LCDBG (Louisiana Community Development Block Grant) for the water lines in Pinehill is back on track after acceptance from the state because of the overlapping between this project and the Water System Improvements Phase II project.
