MINUTES


The Board of Aldermen of the City of Springhill, Louisiana met in regular session in the Council Chambers at Springhill City Hall on Monday, August 13, 2018 at 5:00 P.M with Mayor Carroll Breaux presiding.

Public Works Director Mike Dunaway opened the meeting with prayer.
 
Alderman Dennis Smith led the Pledge of Allegiance.

MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to adopt the minutes from the last regular meeting held on Monday, July 9, 2018.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to approve the financial statement for July 2018.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  Chris Stutz who resides at 200 Elmwood addressed the Mayor and Council concerning agenda item (a) Consider amending Chapter 14 of the Code of Ordinances, Section 14-3 Keeping of Livestock.  Mr. Stutz asked the Council to consider the changing of this ordinance because he feels it does not reflect the current times.  Mr. Stutz went on to state that there has been a major boom in the last fifteen years of people now having livestock as pets such as goats, chickens, geese, ducks, etc., it is not just your normal dog and cat household pets anymore.  Mr. Stutz asked the Council to consider looking at the ordinance today and to make the necessary changes to it to include these other animals as pets and not just as livestock.

Karen Stephens who resides at 203 Elmwood also addressed the Mayor and Council concerning agenda item (a) asking the Council to leave the ordinance as is.  Ms. Stephens stated that the animals are a nuisance and the number of animals at the location has caused a terrible smell and also a noise situation.  Ms. Stephens also went on to state that the geese have attacked visitors in the yard.  The animals are not contained properly and also there is not enough space for the number of animals that are housed at the location.

OLD BUSINESS:  None.

At this time Mayor Carroll Breaux introduced the first item of business to consider amending Chapter 14 of the Code of Ordinances, Section 14-3 Keeping of Livestock.

MOTION was made by Dimettera Frazier, seconded by Ross Fleming to adopt a Resolution for the 2018-2019 LGAP Application.

MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by Ronnie Dees to adopt a Resolution for the Capital Outlay Program for the Recreational Complex.


MOTION CARRIED.


At this time Mayor Breaux asked the Council to consider tabling the next item of business on the agenda for the purchase of a bush hog at the Springhill Airport.  Mayor Breaux stated that he had been in contact with someone who is interested in cutting the grass at the airport on a multiyear lease and he feels that this option would be beneficial to the City.


MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Dennis Smith to table the matter and allow the Mayor to pursue this course of action for the airport with the consideration of a multiyear lease.

MOTION CARRIED.


Mayor Breaux obtained two price quotes for the gate repair at the Springhill Airport.  It was his recommendation to the Council to go with the lowest bid in the amount of $3,850.00 from Automated Gate Services of Louisiana.

MOTION was made by Ronnie Dees, seconded by Adam Harris to award the bid to Automated Gate Services of Louisiana.

MOTION CARRIED.


Mayor Breaux opened the bids for the land lease for Hangar Site #3 at the Springhill Airport.  There was only one bid from Jay Hearnsberger and he bid .05 cents per square foot per year.


MOTION was wade by Ross Fleming, seconded by Ronnie Dees to accept the bid from Jay Hearnsberger.


MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Dennis Smith, seconded by Ronnie Dees to authorize the Mayor to enter into an agreement with KSA Engineers, Inc. to design a project for the Master Street Plan Repairs.


MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Ross Fleming, seconded by Dimettera Frazier to accept the Police Chief’s recommendations to hire Emily Wedgeworth as a full time dispatcher, appoint Russell White to the Springhill Police Reserve Unit, and remove Shannon Wooten from the Springhill Police Reserve Unit.


MOTION CARRIED.


MOTION was made by Adam Harris, seconded by Dennis Smith to pay the July 2018 Bills totaling $195,420.52.
